Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology Academic Data Policy

General Provisions

Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology has the mission to nurture “thinkers who
act with a rich humanity and scientific rationality, respecting peace and humanism above all
else”, and ultimately aim to contribute to the development of culture, economic industry, and
human welfare in the process. For this purpose, Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and
Technology will accumulate and publish works, including academic papers and background
data (academic data) produced by its academic activities (education and research activities) in
a form that can be widely utilized by the public. Based on the above principles, this policy sets
forth Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology's policies for the management,
publication, and utilization of academic data.

Article 1 Definition of Academic Data

1 Academic data covered by this policy are data that have been generated, collected,
organized, and formatted to add value through academic activities related to research and
education at Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology.

2 Academic data covered by this policy includes text, images, audio, numerical values,
programs, and other codes recorded in any way, and includes both electromagnetic and
non-electromagnetic methods of recording.

Article 2 Responsibilities of the University in relation to Academic Data

1 Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology is responsible for ensuring that its
members who are involved in research or education (institute members) comply with
this policy.

2 Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology is responsible for providing its
institute members with environments that support the management, publication, and
utilization of academic data.

Article 3 Responsibilities of Institute Members in Relation to Academic Data



1 The institute members of Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology shall
comply with this policy, and are responsible for the appropriate management, publication,
and utilization of academic data.

Article 4 Methods of Management, Publication, and Utilization of Academic Data

1 Methods of management, publication, and utilization of academic data shall comply with
relevant laws, regulations of Nagahama Institute of Bio-University, and other equivalent
rules.

2 Methods of managing, publishing, and utilizing academic data shall be limited to the
extent that they do not harm the legal rights of others, including cases in which the rights
of others extend to co-authored papers/data.

3 The person who generated, collected, organized, or formatted the academic data may
appropriately select the method of managing, publishing, or utilization of academic data
within the scope of 1 and 2 above.

4 Other detailed regulations necessary for the methods in managing, publishing, and
utilizing academic data may be determined through consultation among the
persons/organizations concerned.
