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Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology Open Access Policy

General Provisions

Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology has the mission to nurture “thinkers who act with a rich
humanity and scientific rationality, respecting peace and humanism above all else”, and ultimately contribute
to the development of culture, economic industry, and human welfare in the process. For this purpose,
Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology aims to produce advanced intellectual results from
creative research activities and to make the results of its academic research available to the general public in

an accessible form (open access). This policy sets forth the policy on open access.

Article 1 Responsibility for Open Access

1 Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology is responsible for making academic papers and
other results produced by its members who are engaged in research or education (institute members)
open access to the greatest extent possible.

2 Nagahama Institute of Bio-Science and Technology is responsible for providing its institute members

with the means/environments to make academic papers and other materials open access.

Article 2 Scope of Publication

1 Inprinciple, this policy applies to academic papers published or made public by institute members after
the implementation of this policy.

2 This policy shall be applied to the extent that the consent of all relevant persons/organizations is obtained
in cases where the rights of others, such as co-authored papers, are involved.

3 Institute members may request a waiver or deferment of the application of this policy to an academic

paper if there is a problem in open access.

Article 3 Method of Publication

1 Theauthor(s) of an academic paper may choose the methods, including the Nagahama Institute of Bio-
Science and Technology Academic Institutional Repository, for open access.

2 Other detailed regulations necessary for open access may be determined through consultation among the

persons/organizations concermned.
